1 % inch HIF carburettor, telescopic rear shock absorbers, alter-
nator and halogen lighting. There are also some other subtle al-

terations to the
engine breath-
ing system.
The  respray
was done by a
local firm in
Sturminster
who took 3
months to fin-
ish the job.
As to the fu-
ture, there are
some other im-
provements be-
ing  planned,
such as fitting
telescopic shocks on the front. All in all, a very nice car and
thanks to Tim for his help with this article.
